Preparation
• Go together 3 to 5 players (4 is best) and find a dice
• Cut out according to the instructions and fold the answer sheet in half until you need it
• Select one game piece each and cut them out
  If you can’t agree, the youngest of you get the first pick
• Place the game pieces on “start” on the board
• Roll the dice, highest number starts, afterwards you take turns clockwise

How to play
• The number you roll with the dice is the number of spaces you move forward
• There are four spaces you can land on: dilemma, true/false, dare and question
  If you answer, do your dare or answer correctly, you remain on your space
  If you don’t answer, avoid your dare or answer incorrectly, you must move two spaces back
• Whoever gets to “escape” first, wins 
• The winner may, if another round is played, play with the gold version of his/hers piece
